Continuing Document Submission Requirements for Printer Participants
Printers in the Green-e Marketplace program who also wish to participate in the re:print program will be required to submit the following documents with each application of the re:print Logo to its Customers printed materials:
a. Customer Agreement 
b. Artwork example of re:print Logo use associated with each Customer Agreement
Preapproval for each application of the re:print Logo to printed materials of Customers of Participants is required for the first five applications of the re:print Logo during a trial period.  Following a successful trial period, company must submit required documents and associated uses of the re:print Logo on quarterly basis.  CRS retains the right to preapproval of all materials.
Renewable Energy Use & Attestation
Participant’s license is conditional on Participant’s purchase and/or generation of Qualifying Amount of renewable energy to comply with the terms and conditions of this Agreement.  

For Printer Participants who would like to utilize the re:print Logo, 100% of the annual electricity usage associated with its U.S. operations must be matched by a Green-e Energy Certified renewable energy purchase, the generation of qualifying onsite renewable energy, or some combination thereof.

For Paper Participants, 100% of the electricity used to manufacture a Paper Line must be matched by a Green-e Energy Certified renewable energy purchase, the generation of Qualifying onsite renewable energy, or some combination thereof.  In addition, the Paper Participant must, at a minimum, make a Green-e Energy Certified renewable energy purchase and/or generate a Qualifying amount of onsite renewable energy to cover its headquarters’ electricity usage.

Participant agrees to attest to its renewable energy purchase and/or generation by completing and submitting an Attestation of Renewable Energy Purchase (attached as Annex C) and/or an Attestation of On-site Generation (attached as Annex D).  Participant agrees to provide to CRS the information required by Annex C and/or D about its purchase and/or generation of renewable energy, which is necessary to verify that Participant’s renewable energy use complies with the requirements of the Green-e Marketplace Program Terms & Conditions & Language Guidelines (attached as Annex B).  Participant shall supply this information to CRS is Participant’s, although the obligation may be satisfied by Participant acquiring such information from their electric services provider, utility or REC provider, and providing a copy to CRS.  The information required shall be delivered to CRS no less than one month after the date on which Participant signs the Printer or Paper Participation Contract.  Failure to supply such information to CRS in a timely manner is, without limitation, full justification for CRS to deny Participant use of the Logo, including ability to apply. 
Confidentiality
Information Participant specifically designates as confidential will be kept confidential by CRS.  Information regarding renewable energy purchases or generation will not be released by CRS except in aggregate form or with permission from Participant, unless release of such information is required by law or ordered by a court of competent jurisdiction. 
Environmental Claims and Retirement of Attributes

To meet the Annex B: Logo Use Terms and Conditions, the environmental attributes, including any emissions benefits of the renewable energy purchased and/or generated on-site, must be retired and not sold or traded to another party for any purpose including the disaggregation of attributes for use in emissions trading programs. Participant agrees to retire the environmental attributes associated with the purchase of Green-e Energy Certified renewable energy or eligible on-site generation claimed through this program, and that it will not sell, donate, or transfer the attributes to any other party, nor will allow any other party to make claims associated with such retired attributes. 

Process for Revising Green-e Marketplace Program Documents 

CRS will continue to monitor the marketplace, and may revise Green-e Marketplace Program Terms, Program Documents and contracts as it deems necessary. Such modifications and amendments may include without limitation changes to the minimum purchase commitments required by the program, the types of renewable energy eligible under program, and the program fees.  Any such modifications and amendments may apply to any extensions or renewals of this Agreement or any subsequent Printer or Paper Participation Contract. 
Property Rights 

No ownership of any trademark or other intellectual property of CRS are transferred to Participants through this Agreement. 

Representations and Warranties of CRS

CRS represents and warrants that it has all rights and full power to enter into this Agreement, and to grant Participant a non-exclusive license in the U.S. to use the Logo as provided by this Agreement.
CRS makes no representations or warranties regarding the direct or indirect financial or other benefits to Participant’s use of the Logo or re:print Logo.  

Term 
This agreement shall take effect upon execution by CRS and Participant and shall govern the period from ________ to _________ [to be filled out by CRS], after which date it shall terminate.   
Termination of License and Use Prior to Expiration Date
Participant agrees to promptly cease display and use of the Logo and re:print Logo prior to the expiration of the term of this Agreement in the event that (1) Participant ceases to purchase a sufficient quantity of a Certified product; (2) Participant receives notification that the product purchased is no longer Certified; or (3) Participant is no longer in compliance with one or more of the terms and conditions of this Agreement.  Participant agrees to monitor its own compliance with items (1) and (2) above, and shall promptly cease use of the Logo and re:print Logo upon the occurrence of one or both of such events regardless of the receipt of any prior notice, written or oral, from CRS.  Upon termination of Participant’s right to use the Logo and re:print Logo, Participant agrees to reprint and replace all materials and products featuring the Logo within the scheduled course of production, which replacement period shall not exceed one year after termination of Participant’s right to use the Logo.
Indemnification
Participant agrees to indemnify CRS, its officers, directors, employees, and agents for all losses, damages, costs, and expenses, including reasonable attorney fees, they incur as a result of any claim, suit, action, judgment, or proceeding arising from Participant’s use, application of the re:print Logo, or Participant’s customer use of any Green-e Logos, including the re:print Logo, or noncompliance with any term of this Agreement (including all annexes hereto) or arising from the manufacture, sale, distribution or any other actions dealing with the products or marketing/advertizing materials of Participant using the Logo or re:print Logo.  This provision includes but is not limited to tort claims for damages to person or property, allegations of copyright infringement, plagiarism, unfair competition, defamation, false representations, invasion of privacy or governmental or regulator actions.  This indemnification shall not apply to the extent a court of competent jurisdiction makes a final determination that the claim, suit, loss, injury of damage for which CRS seeks indemnification was primarily caused by the willful fraud or deceit of CRS.  
Severability  

If and to the extent that any court of competent jurisdiction holds any provision of this Agreement or any part hereof to be invalid or unenforceable, such holding shall in no way affect the validity of the remainder of this Agreement, or said validity in any other jurisdiction.

 

Waiver  

The failure by either party to insist upon the strict performance of any covenant, duty, agreement, or condition of this Agreement, or to exercise any right or remedy upon the breach thereof, shall not constitute a waiver or breach of any provision of this Agreement.

Notices  

Notices, requests, demands and other communications required or permitted under this Agreement shall be deemed to have been duly given on the date of receipt, and shall be either served personally, by electronic mail (such as email) to the email address set forth above, or mailed by first-class registered or Certified mail, return receipt requested to the parties provided as signatories.
Assignment 

Neither Participant nor CRS may assign this Agreement without the other’s prior written consent, which shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned, or delayed.  In the event of a permitted assignment, this Agreement and all of its terms shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of any assignee.

Entire Understanding 

This Agreement, including all incorporated documents, represents the entire understanding between Participant and CRS.  This Agreement supersedes all previous understandings or agreements, oral or written, between Participant and CRS related to the subject matter hereof.

No Third-Party Beneficiaries 

This Agreement is for the sole and exclusive benefit of the parties hereto.  CRS and Company agree that this Agreement does not create nor shall it be construed to create any rights enforceable by any entity not a party to this Agreement, and at no time will any entity be deemed to be a third-party beneficiary under this Agreement or to have any contractual relationship with either party pursuant to this Agreement.
