As a necessary part of the contract to sell a Green-e Energy Certified product, I, (print name), on behalf of Participant, declare that Participant has retired or will retire all RECs created with generation listed on Worksheet 1 of Participant’s Verification Worksheets for Reporting Year generated by all Michigan facilities and all MICRES-registered facilities (whether such facilities are registered now or in the future).  Such RECs include all Incentive Renewable Energy Credits (IRECs).  This has been done or will be done in order to comply with Green-e Energy requirements for the sale of Renewable Energy Certificates (RECs) or bundled renewable electricity in Reporting Year.  

I recognize that MIRECS does not currently have a mechanism to transparently indicate the issuance and retirement of IRECS. In order to comply with Green-e Energy verification requirements and the Green-e Energy National Standard, the issued IRECs shall not be sold, transferred or otherwise provided to any party for any purpose, nor will they be claimed by the Participant for any purpose other than compliance with Green-e Energy requirements as they pertain to Participant’s Green-e Energy Certified sales of the aforementioned RECs.  Any sale or transfer would constitute a material breach of the Contract.

Until the ability to transparently view IRECs issuance on MIRECS reports and retire IRECs in MIRECS is available, I will facilitate review of Participant’s MIRECS account (or applicable retirement reports provided by suppliers if Participant does not have a MIRECS account) from time to time by Center for Resource Solutions (CRS) or its appointee as CRS staff find useful to demonstrate continued compliance with Green-e Energy requirements around certified sales, including, but not limited to, review during the annual verification review by CRS staff or Participant’s auditor.

If and when the ability to view IRECs issuance on MIRECS reports and retire IRECs in MIRECS becomes available, I shall retire or provide proof of retirement of these IRECs, or a corresponding amount of RECs, and provide evidence of retirement to CRS shortly thereafter.  
I agree that if IRECS are issued at any time including after the close of the Reporting Year, for generation from Michigan facilities and facilities registered in MIRECS listed on Worksheet 1, that I will retire or provide proof of retirement of these IRECS (or an equivalent amount) on my customers’ behalf.
